St. John ôs Lutheran Church  

My name is Jon Kelly and I run the homeless shelter at 
Almost Home that is based out of St. Johns church at 
1276 White Street here in Dubuque. I'm trying to reach 
out to other local churches to try and find some 
volunteers to staff our shelter. We have decided this 
year that we will be opening September 1st because the 
Mission is currently full and has no beds to give. I can 
only see this worsening as the cold weather approaches. 
We have spent a lot of time procuring necessary funds 
to allow us to open two months earlier than we usually 
do to alleviate some burden and help some homeless 
individuals in our community not only get off the streets 
but into their own places. Following a very distinct guide 

in dealing with each person’s individual circumstances 
we ended the last season with a 75% success rate. My 
volunteers give me adequate time to work with each 
person on an individual level. I'm hoping and praying 
that we can again help the homeless individuals in 
Dubuque with the help of more of our local churches. As 
of right now I just don't have enough volunteers to open 
but am hoping I can get a few more so we can at least 
open and run on the bare minimum. Anything you could 
do would be greatly appreciated. Thank you and God 
Bless!   

(Note:  Currently my greatest hours that need to be filled 
are the overnights. I do allow females to be present but 
do require a male to be with them.)
